All games will be played on a straight knockout basis, best 4 of 7 games, Up to 11 points.

All matches will be played in accordance with the current Laws of Table Tennis as sanctioned by the International Table
Tennis Federation. Where appropriate, the regulations governing International Competitions shall apply, including those
relating to match conduct. Playing clothing shall normally consist of a short sleeved or sleeveless shirt and shorts or
skirt or one part sports outfits, socks and playing shoes; other garments such as part or all of a tracksuit, shall not be
worn during play except with the permission of the referee. The main colour of a shirt, skirt or shorts, other than
sleeves and collar of a shirt shall be clearly different from the colour of the ball in use. Clothing shall not carry
designs markings or lettering which might cause offence, bring the game into disrepute or unsight an opponent

permitted by the official in charge provided that the substitute player has entered in another event in the championships.

Only one person’s entry is to be made on the Entry Form: a partner’s entry must not be included.
